In first grade we work very hard on reading. | take pride in instilling the love of reading into each and
every student in my class. Parents can really help with this at home. Make a point of spending at least
15 to 20 minutes each day listening to your student read. Begin by going through the book and
ohuntingo6 to find words that may be difficult
reading a frustrating experience. Try your best to allow your child the opportunity to sound those

words out without strong editing, assisting them only when necessary. Then go back and read the story
from the beginning giving them plenty of wetleserved encouragement.

I n addition to your childdés independent readin
text out loud to your child, this will give them the chance to hear a good example of reading. Most days
in first grade, | read after lunch for about ten to fifteen minutes. This is a wonderful time for students to
just relax and hear a good model of reading. This is a great opportunity for young children to hear
proper inflections of the voice that can help the story come alive. After much reading, soon you will
begin to hear your own reader read just the way you do. Once the excitement of reading gets under
their skin there is no turning back, they will be reading every chance they can. Get into the reading
habit. It will soon become a special part of the day that everyone looks forward to.
