The Christmas season is here!  It is a time to celebrate the greatest gift of 
all ï The arrival of Jesus Christ.

An Advent wreath is traditionally made from evergreens to symbolize Godôs eternal love.  
The wreath has four candles, three purple or blue, and one pink, all arranged around the 
wreath.  A white candle is placed in the center.  The candles all have special significance 
and are lit at specific times during the Advent season. 
 
Advent begins on the fourth Sunday before Christmas.  This year, Advent  began on 
Sunday, November 27th. 
  
§ Week one ï THE CANDLE OF HOPE - This represents the promise of a Savior. 
§ Week Two ï THE CANDLE OF PEACE - This represents the Prince of Peace. 
§ Week Three ï THE CANDLE OF JOY ï This represents the tidings of great joy. 
§ Week Four ï THE CANDLE OF LOVE - This represents Godôs love for the world. 
§ Christmas Eve ï The white candle celebrating Jesus the Light of the World. 
 
As you light the Candle of Hope, let us remember those in need. 
 
One of the greatest gifts we can teach our children is that of compassion.  There is truly no 
worldly wealth equal to a loving and generous heart.  When we teach our children to reach 
out to those in need, we are teaching them to put Godôs word into action.  Deeds of 
kindness may seem small to the giver, but to the receiver, it may be the miracle they had 
been praying for.

POMONA - Growing up in nearby San Dimas, Shane Annas, son of 3rd grade teacher, Mrs. Annas, often dreamed of 
one day racing on the Pomona Raceway quarter-mile strip. Seemingly, that quest ended when NHRA dropped its Street 
Legal program at the famed venue.
