How early can a preschool child be taught to pray? From birth, children develop physically,

mentally, socially, emotionally and spiritually. Significant adults can nurture the spiritual

development of preschoolers by teaching them that prayer is a way to talk to their creator,

their eyes, folding their hands and speaking to God in simple phrases. By using appropriate

|l anguage with children, we can teach them to o0th

child. As they develop children begin to understand the meaning and purpose of prayer more,

therefore, their prayers develop and expand as well.

We should never force a child to pray. They will become comfortable at their own pace and by

watching others pray. In our classrooms we teach the children to pray by repeating our

prayers, having model prayers they can memorize, and allowing them to choose a prayer, or use

their own words. When hearing a bible story they can relate to, they can grasp the idea of how
prayer would and could help in the situation (i
to protect him). Prayer is also expressed and done by singing. The children are taught that

lifting our voices and hands in song is an awesome way to pray to God. They are told that

prayer is as simple as talking to a friend. And what better friend do we have, but Jesus.
