Luther. He became a key figure in history when he posted his Ninety -Five
Theses on the door of the Castle Church in Wittenberg, Germany on

October 31, 1517.

Martin Luther was born in 1483 and he was brought up a devout Roman
Catholic. He graduated from the University of Erfurt in 1501 with the

hopes of studying law, but his religious background drew him in another
direction. In 1507 Martin Luther

became an ordained Monk. He later challenged the Catholic Church by
writing his Ninety -Five Theses against the sale of indulgences and explained
the fundamentals of justification by grace alone, thus beginning the

Protestant Reformation.

SLOWLY IN THE PARKING LOT! Remember, students are tardy if they are not in their classrooms by 8:30
A.M. The first bell rings at 8:25 A.M. Please allow enough time to arrive safely at school.
